For the TIM CARTER MEMORIAL TROPHY

The aim of the Challenge is to encourage those who may wish to become point to point riders in the future by giving them a taste of what it is like to ride around a point to point course. The conditions can change from year to year so please take the time to read the following carefully even if you have completed the challenge before.

· The  Challenge consists of one lap of the course which is approximately one and a half miles long, omitting the Open Ditch. There are a maximum of 15 runners and riders.

· For riders aged 16 years old and over who DO NOT HOLD AND HAVE NEVER HELD a certificate to ride in point to points or a permit or licence to ride under national hunt rules. 

· For horses 6 yo and over which DO NOT HOLD a current qualification certificate to run in point to points and  ARE NOT in training to run in races under national hunt rules in the current season.

· The winner will be the horse and rider that passes the Finishing Post closest to an Optimum Time.  The Honorary Stewards have the right to stop any horse or rider they deem to be unfit to participate. 

· Entries close  Monday 18th April. Any entries received after this date will attract a £10 surcharge. Entries are taken on a first come first served basis. Please be sure to enclose an SAE for your car pass. All proceeds go to the North Cotswold Hunt. The organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry without giving a reason.
